
PECES: 
Trompeta
Existen tan solo tres miembros de 
la familia de los Peces Trompeta, y 
los otros dos habitan en el Pacífico 
Asiático y en el Atlántico Africano. 

Son peces alargados, a los que se 
les ve nadando en forma 
perpendicular al suelo, con la 
c a b e z a  h a c i a  a b a j o ,  
e s c o n d í e n d o s e  e n t r e  
candelabros y otros corales 
blandos. Se alimentan de peces 
pequeños.

Habitan aguas de menos de 30 
metros de profundidad, y llegan a 
medir 80 cm de longitud.  

FISHES: 
Trumpetfish
There are only three members of 
the Trumpetfish Family, and the 
other two are native to the Asian 
Pacific and the African Atlantic.  

These elongated fish are often 
seen swimming head down, 
perpendicular to the sea floor, 
attempting to blend into a 
background of soft corals, such 
as sea rods. They feed on small 
fish.

They inhabit waters less than 30 
meters in depth, and can reach 
lengths of up to 80 cm.
